My job was to stand to one side and head off the

‘One thing we've all learned in the last 30
years or 5o is that just about anything is humanly
possible,” says Dr. Jack Wilmore, from Texas A&M
University and author of The Physiology of Sport
ond Exercise, part of which examines the limits of
the human body.

‘As the new millennium progresses, | think
you'll see more records continue to fall in every
sport. The talent pool is better than ever. Never
before have so many good athletes competed,
and not just in this country, but all over the
world. With more people involved and
competing, records will fall and new standards
will be set.”

Many believed it was physically impossible for
a human to run a mile in under four minutes, but
Roger Bannister proved that theory wrong with a
three minute, 59 second mile (1.609 kilometres)
in 1954. Today, sub four-minute miles are
considered routine even in high school. And Bob
Beamon stretched human performance in the
1968 Olympics with his historic long jump of
8.9027 metres. In an event in which a record is
usually broken by mere inches, he shattered the
previous jump by 0.6096 metres, but even his
record was broken in 1991.

We've all seen reports of people doing
superhuman feats of strength under duress, such
as a man lifting a car off a child,” Wilmore adds.
‘S0 we know that the human body can do things
that go far beyond normal activity. That's why it's
foolish to say any record can’t be broken. Whao's
to say it won't happen?”

.
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One additional factor is just now becoming
mare understood and heavily emphasised: sports
psychology. Getting inside the athlete’s head can
be as effective as training and long workouts.

According to Wilmore, the psychological aspect
of sports should not be discounted because we
now know that what makes the athlete tick
mentally can be all-important. He points out that
‘most professional teams have hired sports
psychologists for their players. It's just another
way of tapping into a human’s full potential.’

‘In addition, every aspect of athletics - training,
nutrition, injury treatment — is far better than it's
ever been. Better coaching, training techniques,
equipment and other factors all contribute to
make today’s athlete more competitive than ever,’
he believes. 'Children today tend to specialize in
one or two sports instead of competing in several
as was common twenty-five years ago,” Wilmore
says. ‘That means they start concentrating on a
sport much earlier and more intensely, and they
become much better at it’,

Wilmore also says that the chances of women
achieving new heights in athletics could be
greater than men, as more women are now
involved in sports than at any other time and they
are starting at about the same age as boys,
meaning they are more skilled than the previous
generation of girls. ‘Plus, women are taller and
stronger than ever. It used to be rare to see a girl
who towered above you. Now it seems like you
see them every day.’

‘There’s a lot we don’t know yet about the
human bedy,” he adds. ‘And one of those things
is the full range of human potential. It can be
foolish to try and put limits on what the human
body can do.’

A certain

amount of debate surrounds the relatively recent
increase in what is known as ‘installation art’. But, then again
—when has art ever been free from controversy?

The term Installation art’ is used today to refer to works of
art constructed outdoors that are usually temporary and often
very large. Hence we had Neri's 'The Writer' on Parliament
Hill in London in 2006, an enormous table and chair with an
inspirational view for an unseen "writer' This was a temporary
installation, lasting only a few months, unlike the art group
Gelatin's ‘pink rabbit’ which is intended to remainon a
mountainside until 2025, encouraging art lovers to clamber all
over it and sleep on its stomach. Another artist, Rachel Whiteread,
made headlines in 1993 when she won the Turner Prize for 'House,
a cast of the interior of a Victorian house. This work was destroyed
after a very short time but Anthony Gormley's ‘Another Place’ (a
collection of 100 bronze replicas of himself) has been moved from
one site to another around the world and he would like it to find a
permanent home in Merseyside.

Farmers in developing countries are some of the most
vulnerable people on earth, prey to world commodity
markets, middle men and the weather.

So we've invested in specialist
clothing specilically designed for the
Arctic. That should keep us from harm in
the extreme cold.

On our ‘Natural world' slon today, we're
taking a look at animals in a slightly
different light. We humans tend to think
we've got it all sewn up when it comes

to athleticism, and events such as the
Olympics show just what we can achieve.
But what we fail to realise is that in terms
of real physical abilities, our counterparts
in the animal world leave us standing,
Let’s begin with brute strength. We're

all impressed when we watch someone
like an Olympic weight-lifting champion
hoisting 1.6 times his own body weight
above his head. But one tiny ant can
make an Olympic champion look
positively puny in comparison. The ant
can hit a staggering 50 times its own
weight — no human could match that. And
did you know that cach ant has 250,000
brain cells? So a colony of 40,000 ants
actually equals one human being in terms
of brain cells!

And what about speed? The fastest man
on earth broke the 100 metre world record
in 9.77 seconds. But we all know the
cheetah can beat this with a time of 3.2
seconds. The animals can do this because
of their enlarged heart, liver and lungs,
which help to deliver bursts of oxygen and
energy, and also because of their small
head, which offers little wind resistance.
But all this fast-living takes its toll and
because of this their life expectancy 15 low,
less than ten years in fact, with many cubs
never reaching adulthood.

Then there's jumping — 245 metres seems
tex be the best we hurmans can achieve.
The springbok jump not 1o win a medal
but for joy when they're with the herd.
During the rainy season, this is particularly
cormman to see and when they do this, it's
easy 1o see how they got their name, The
creature can manage a jump of 4 metres
from a standing start — they don't even
need a run-up to jump five times their
own height.

And last but not least, there's shooting.
The fastest shooter in the natural world is
the archer fish. This extraordinary creature
can shoot a 1,5 metre jet out of the water
to catch insects. You might argue that an
Olympic archer might actually be able to
shoot further than his ocean-going

counterpart, but he does have to reload
more often! And the fish are probably
more effective than human shooters
because they do it in groups, rather than
individually,

The hbrarian contacted the world-famous

auction house Sotheby’s and faxed

them copies of the pages. Sotheby's

then confirmed the find and they had

it rushed to MNew York in an armoured
car! They were ecstatic! The manuscript,
totalling 665 pages, contained passages
not included in the final version of the
hook and corrections, all of which were
written in Mark Twain's own hand. They
called it "the most extraordinary literary
discovery of the post-war penod’.

The history of the manuscript was
traced., It seems that Twain had sent the
manuscripl to the librarian’s grandfather,
|&mes Gluck, who was a tollector of
original manuscripts. They found a letter
acknowledging receipt of the manuscript.
Unfortunately Gluck caught pneumonia
a short time after receiving it and died.
Upset by his death, the family packed
away all his papers without checking
through them. They were eventually
inherited by one of his daughters and
stored in trunks in her attic until the next
generation and the librarian eventually
made the find. So, there are treasures out
there — amongst all the rubbish and the
clutter.

do you think it is to predict the future of
artificial intelligence?

Paul: Well, | think I'll answer that one by
aciually looking backwards. It’s interesting
that in the 1940s, a man called Thomas
Watson, who was head of the company
IBM at the ime, lamously predicled that
the warld demand for computers might
actually be as many as five. And in the
1950s, Al researchers predicted that a
computer would be the world chess
champion by 1968 — but it took a lew more
decades than that, So Al has certainly had
its share of wacky predictions!

I:  But leaving aside the predictions of
the past, what would be your appraisal of
Al's future now?

P As you might imagine, there's still

a lot of contraversy about all this. But
basically. most experts remain oplimistic
about its future. Nevertheless, they're
currently predicting that it won't be umil
the middle of this century that intelligent
machines will dominate every area of

our lives.

I OK. So what impact is Al 2lready
having on our lives?

P; That's actually an interesting question
and peaple may be surprised by the
amswers. There are already so many
examples of the impact Al is having on
our technology. Every call on your mohile
and every email you send is routed using
Al And there are many other examples
of what you would call ‘narrow A" — that
is sormething which can now be done

by a computer, but used to be dane by

a human. it's called ‘narrow’ because it

is within a specilic area, but it's actually
getting wider —slowly, bul it is gelting
wider.

I: Sois this an unprecedented leap
forward, or are there any other examples
of similar kinds of technology which have
had this kind of elfect on our lives?

P: Some people would say that the best
comparnison is probably that Al is at the
same siage now as the persanal
compuler industry was in 1978. The
Apple Il came out the year belore and
Atari had just brought out the 400 and
8OO models. So there wasn't a lot of
choice if you wanted to buy one. And,
obviously, they couldn’t do as much as
today's computers do. But my lake on
the situation is that the comparisan with
the early computer industry doesn't

give a true picture of Al's successes, It's
already used in very advanced ways, like

I8 Key

scheduling flighs or reading X-rays. The
stereatypical image of Al - like
Commander Data in Star Trek and David
in the film Al — is not that far away.

I:  What might that mean exactly?

P Well, I'll stick my neck out and say
that probably in the next few decades
we'll have a better understanding of how
the human brain works. That will give us
a sort of template to follow and it really
help in developing Al. That would mean
that within the next fifty years, there'll be
a lat of intelligent robots. You may say
that it all sounds a bit far-fetched, but
take a moment to think back to the
19005, Whe would have thought a
century later, it would be normal to have
computers in your home — and I'm nol
just talking about laptops or personal
computers. You anly have to lock at the
computer chips in our coffee makers,
refrigerators, ovens and radios to see the
kind of unexpected leaps that ook place.
I: Soshould we be afraid of what these
intelligent machines imight eventually do
1o us?

P: | must admit that the thought of a
hyper-intelligent colfee maker trying 1o
kill us all in our kitchens does seem a
little too far-fetched! What we should
perhaps be more wortied about is
whether we humans will be made
redundant by a legion of intelligent
machines. But the simple answer is that
we won't wake up ane morning to find
our lives populated with all manner aof
artificially intelligent devices,

I: How can you be so sure?

P: Well, science fiction is just thal -
fiction; it's not based on lact, Spielberg's
Al miay have had a company designing a
robat that could bond like a child or
human, but that was in a film. Bul
scientists don'l just suddenly decide to
make an emolional, human-like rabot,
Things don't happen that way. However
rapid the advance of technology, the
advent of Al will be a gradual process.
The road fram here to the real
application of artificial intelligence

will take thousands of different routes,
There's really no need to panic.

Sam: It certanly 15 and for one main
reason. Firstly, just to danty the situation,
it's all about firms creating soltware for
distributing songs and films on the
Interniet without any royallies being paid
1o the artists or anyone else involved in
the praduction. These firms are being
taken 1o court but they aren'l the ones
downloading the songs and flms — they

only manufacture the software. | suppose
a good comparison would be it there was,
say, an outbreak of robberies, should the
police be chasing the manufacturers of
the ladders or the tools the thieves used to
commit the robberies, or should they be
chasing the thieves themselves?

I:  So, is there is a legal precedent —any
other cases like these which have taken
place in a court of law?

Sam: Well, interestingly enough, back in
1984, the entertainment industry tried
and failed to legally block the
manufacturers of video recorders because
they could be used to make pirale copies
of films. The judge nuled that a
manufacturer couldn't be held respansible
lor the use to which its products were pul.

Apart from anything
else, it wasn'l clear that the overwhelming
use of viden recorders would be for
piracy — in other words, making illegal
copies of films.

I S0 who's right? What's your view on
the subject?

Sam: That's not an easy one to answer., I
the music industry gets its way, you could
argue that this might block the
development of technology used 1o
download music and films. Anyone
involved in developing new technology in
this field would be put off by the threats
of lawsuits fram film and music
companies who argue that the invenlion
could allow people to download songs or
films for free, And we all know that if free
mssic is available, people will take it
whatever the nghts or wrongs.

it's time for the entertainment industry
to lnok into new methods of distribution,
It needs to make distribution costs lower
and produce cheaper products {or the
public. There seems 1o be a general
feeling that because the copyright laws
are 5o strict, the entertainment industry
is making a fortune while the general
public is being ripped off, as it were.

I: Do vyou think it's worse in the film
industry?

Sam: There is a problem with films.
Currently, most titles are released in the
Us first, betore transferning across the
Adlantic to Eurape and the rest of the
waorld. This leads o movies recorded on
camcorder in a US cinema appeanng on
the Internet within a matter of days.
Once a film's been released everywhere
and in every medium, illegal copies
cease to be in big demand, 56 maybe the
answer is that all films should be released
on the hig screen in every country across
the world at the same time.

Well, if you learn the tncks, then you can
lake an expertise that would make any
artisl proud of you. Art apprecialion is an
easy fake, and I'm about to explain how to
do it Who knows, you might even pick up
a bit of genuine appreciation along the
way.
The last two centuries have seen many
movements in madern art. Dan't worry
too much about it; just realize that art that
does not attempt directly to reflect reality
is tsually consicered to be ‘modern’,
Modern Art entered around 1800, a
century before Picasso and his friends
made it famous again in the 1900s
There was a growing movement of artists
who wanted to break away from traditions.
S0 what makes a wark ‘'modern’ is its
purposeful breaking of past traditions;
those who broke the rules got the
headlines. And remember that modern ar
does not necessarily represent concrete
objects — be it real, like a persan, or
imaginary — but delights in its strangeness.
Once you've understood that, it's time 1o
go to the art gallery and try things out,
The first and most important thing you
should do is arrive early. Even if you don't
fully understand the works of art, you
want to see them, not the back of
someane's head. Alsa remember to wear
comfortable shoes — you could easily walk
a couple of kilometres in a large gallery,
The next guestion is what you should
do when you are standing in front of a
work of art. First, stand in the nght place
it's different for each work, so stand in
a few different places to see what works
best. Dan't stand where the spotlights
make a glare on the painting. If you see
people crouched on the fioor peering up,
join them in rying to find thal glare-free
corner away from the spotlights. It'll prove
that you really are analysing the painting

Don't forget that arl is, In some cases,
priceless, and its protection is a very
serious issue for galleries, Security is
therefore strict —avend leaning over the
ropes; if you get teo close to the art, the
security guards might throw you out of
the art gallery. And no matter what you
da, never touch the art unless a sign
specifically says you can, Remember that
it's an art gallery, and you may harm the
work you touch.

I know it sounds ridiculous, but take a
pair of binoculars. Art galleries with
special 'for a limited time only' displays
can get very crowded. Sometimes you can
get a better view by standing back and
looking through binaculars than you can
by trying to wrestle your way to the front
of a crowd of schoolchildren.

Don't waste time in front of mediccre
works. Look for something unusual. Even
in the best gallery, nat everything is great.
And if it doesn’t interest you, keep going
until you dao find something unusual. And
if someone asks you why you don't like
a painting, just say something like, ‘the
artist obviously didn't take into account
the subject's emotional state’. Nobody
will argue.
