_ Present participle (V_ing) ®i sau ®«ng tõ TO BE ®Ó diÔn t¶ hµnh ®éng ®ang x¶y ra.

     VÝ dô: I am studying English now.

- Present Participle ( V_ing) ®­îc dïng thay thÕ mét mÖnh ®Ò quan hÖ.

     VÝ dô: The train arriving at the station is one hour late. ( The train which is arriving at the station is one hour late.)
Present Participle ( V-ing) dïng ®Ó miªu t¶ hai hµnh ®éng.

         VÝ dô: go swimming, go fishing.
