Only two teams from outside these two continents, Europe and South America, have ever reached the semi-finals of the competition: the USA in 1930 and South Korea in 2002. The most recent football World Cup Finals were held between June 9 and July 9, 2006 in Germany, where Italy was crowned champions after beating France 5-3 in a penalty shoot-out.
