University entrance exam is very important for Vietnamese students. High school graduates have to take it and get high results to be admitted to universities. The pressures on candidates are very high despite the measures that have been taken to reduce the heat of this exam because winning a place at a university is thought a major step towards successful career for young people, especially those from rural or disadvantaged families.
